MINUTES OF THE

BOARD OF DIRECTORS

A regular meeting of the Board of Directors of the Gallatin Gateway County Water & Sewer District was held at the Gallatin Gateway Fire Station, 320 Webb Street, Gallatin Gateway, MT, on 8/16/2023.  Present at the meeting were board members Eric Amend, Ted Border, and Cary Fox. Staff present included GM Cannaday .  Members of the public included Tom Hennesh and Tim Szfarayn. 
President Border called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m. Secretary Alison Curry recorded the minutes of the meeting.

PUBLIC PARTICIPATION OF NON-AGENDA ITEMS
President Border asked for public comment on non-agenda items.   
CONFLICT OF INTEREST DISCLOSURE

President Border asked if there were any items of conflict of interest, or potential conflict of interest, to be raised.  None were raised.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES

After confirming that all directors had a draft copy of the 7/12/2023 meeting minutes, President Border asked whether there were any corrections. None were noted. Director Amend made the motion to approve the minutes as written, Director Fox seconded the motion, and the minutes were approved unanimously.
OLD BUSINESS

A. RDO Service Contract
Board previously approved, just needed a final signature. 

B. Old Dance Hall Audit Findings.
This project had issues with supply chain; connection to District sewer line likely won’t go live until until October or end of November. Brad has signed off on connection and PEAK has connection permit ready, but they have yet to receive an application or service request. This paperwork is required for service. There is a general discussion about the approved square footage of this project and what capacity is actually being used- which may be significantly larger. There is a meter on incoming water usage but not sewer. PEAK requested meter reading info from a month’s worth of data- no response as of yet. The consensus is that their usage is now higher than they were approved for; PEAK will ensure that they are paying appropriate fees. Although this location was grandfathered at the establishment of District, with new construction being added they will need to add more capacity due to rules and regulations of their will-serve.  Fire marshal will not count outdoor seating, but the District needs this data for accurate assessment of capacity. 
NEW BUSINESS

A. 8/15/2023 Meetings Findings

B. Linda Cox Request:
Was issued connection permit, would like more locates. She would appreciate a more efficient method of locating manholes, Diamond Maps is based on as-builts and is currently used for this purpose. Ms. Cox primary concern is for manholes that are buried; Manhole 13 is a problem, PEAK will get eyes on this and determine whether or not an extension is needed. 

C. The Jump Gatsropub and Deli Request to use District for Parking
Similar to last year’s concert parking; Mr. Henesh will mow and tidy up, and after event will pick up. District Council Swimley has prepared a liability waiver. 

Director Amend moved to approve the Jump to use District property with conditions laid out, Director Fox seconded, and motion approved unanimously. 

D. 475 Gateway Road South
Check was not deposited. This needs to be reissued every six months. Will serve is fully expired, no capacity to offer. 

E. Ecocamp

Ed Goldberg was to reach out to Susan and PEAK with annexation paperwork, this has not yet been received.  Ecocamp owns the line, so they do not need to indemnify. If they are annexed, this will help the District and assist with bond payments. Ecocamp still needs to acknowledge that they own it on paper. They will be responsible for any line maintenance and would need to shut off their pumps if it causes issue for the District connection. 

REPORT OF OFFICERS, STANDING COMMITTEES, AND SPECIAL COMMITTEES

General Manager Report
PEAK has received many connection requests, GM Cannaday has been referring customers to the District website and the proper forms. PEAK is in contact with Gary Kirt’s council, he has submitted connection applications/fees and is current on PIC charges for 6 VRUs. 

5 Rabel Lane

County Health has been emailing the GM inquiring about the connection status of this location. The Board clarifies that no RV hookups allowed whatsoever to District lines, this is disclosed in rules and regulations. PEAK spoke with Luke Walker and Jesse Hoag about their property discharge, the response was ambiguous. Info from the County Health dept. was forwarded to these owners; they need to get squared away with health department before the District can address their connections requests/ predesign application. There is a general discussion about trailers/bus that are already in place on 5 Rabel Lane. 
There is discussion about several other connection requests, 77260 had a lift station acting up and has not provided a meter reading yet. Their will serve was extended in June with several conditions laid out, and sent via docusign. Due to lack of communication, the Board would like District Council Swimley to send correspondence to 77260. The Board wants clarification on additional building that’s been constructed.
